Notify the teacher when you are finished.  You are ready for part two.

2.
Exchange problems with someone from the other group.  Find the solution to each other's problem and record them on your team practice sheet.

3.
Check the solutions of the person you exchanged problems with.  If any solutions are incorrect, help the person find the mistake and correct it.  Make sure the person understands.
4.
When your team is finished, collect all papers and turn them in.

5.
Now solve either individually or as a team problems from previous years for practice.  You may see only the problems, not the solutions.  Help your teammates figure them out.
