A program is needed that will read a character value (declare a variable of type char) and a number.  Depending upon what is read, certain information will be printed.  The possible characters and the format of the resulting output are specified in the table below.  It is assumed that the user enters the number 100.5.

	Character
	Output

	S
	Send money!  I need $100.50.

	T
	The temperature last night was 100.50.

	t
	Add 100.50 teaspoons of sugar.

	C
	Temperature is in Celsius.

The temperature last night was 100.50.

	F
	Temperature is in Fahrenheit.

The temperature last night was 100.50.

	m
	Add 100.50 milliliters of sugar.

	G
	Geometry problem 100.50 is fun.

	K
	Temperature is in Kelvin.

The temperature last night was 100.50.

	s
	Send money!  I need $100.50.

	A
	Algebra problem 100.50 is fun.


If any other character is entered, the output should be "100.50?  You must be kidding!"

Use a single function for all outputs.  

Note:  to show two digits after the decimal point, put the following statement in your program before you output the values.

cout << setprecision(2);

To show the decimal point and trailing zeros, use the following statement.

cout.setf(ios::showpoint | ios::fixed);

These require you to include <iomanip.h> below <iostream.h>
